


1om and Dotty Hash

On Tuesday morning, December 29, 2009 after a year of
battling cancer, Tom Hash went peacefully to be with Jesus.
His last words were, “I love you," spoken to his wife Dotty, his
companion, friend, soul-mate, and teammate of 54 years.
Tom and Dotty were among the founders of OCSC/
Cadence and have been with the mission since its begin-
ning. Here is a summary of their ministry:

1958-61: Panama Canal—Founded Hospitality House
ministry

1962-63: Denver CO —Headquarters
1963-68: Philippines—Clark AFB Servicemen'’s Center
1968-69: Denver CO —Headquarters

1969-73: Subic Bay, Philippines — Directed the Subic
Servicemen's Center

1973-78: Fairfield CA —Founded Travis Hospitality
House at Travis AFB

1978-84: Colorado—Director of Asia Ministries

1982-94: Colorado—Director of Americas Ministries,
Personnel Secretary

1994-2008: Lakewood CO —Historians, Missionaries
at Large, Assisting in the Cadence
Banquet Ministry

2008-2009: Wylie TX —Cadence Ambassadors

While the above list summarizes Tom and Dotty’s ministry
with OCSC/Cadence, it in no way captures the wonderful
legacy of love left behind by Tom, and which continues in
the life of Dotty.
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Many whose lives had been deeply touched by Tom's have
shared powerful and tearful testimonies. Words that were
most repeated to describe Tom'’s life included: kind, gentle,
wise, caring, and peaceful. In his gracious way, Tom deeply
encouraged countless lives, one at a time.

One of Tom's life-long friends and a fellow founder of OCSC/
Cadence International, Dick Patty, read these appropriate
words at the Colorado memorial service from James 3:17-18,
“Butthe wisdomfromaboveisfirst pure, then peaceable,
gentle, open to reason, full of mercy and good fruits,
impartial and sincere. And a harvest of righteousness is
sown in peace by those who make peace.”

This Scripture aptly describes the character and life of Tom
Hash. His “harvest of righteousness” continues to bear fruit
in his family, friends, the mission, the military, and in a ripple
effect around the world. Included
in this special edition of Cadence
Connection are testimonies of Tom's
legacy—stories of Tom's simple and
personal demonstration of the love
of Jesus that has transformed lives
for eternity.

Lasting Legacy

One of the greatest life-saving gifts a
person can ever share is how to have
a personal relationship with Jesus
Christ. Tom and Dotty did that for

me.

As a young airman away from home
for the first time, I began to do some
serious soul searching. I was the only
female assigned to an aircraft main-
tenance shop of about sixty men——women were just coming into
these career fields. My supervisor invited me to the Travis Hospi-
tality House. That night, after the message, I gave my heart to the
Lord! God used Tom and Dotty to deepen my relationship and
walk with Jesus. I nearly lived at the House; Tom was so knowl-
edgeable and skillful in teaching the Bible studies I was compelled
to be there all the time! His passion and quiet enthusiasm for Jesus
were contagious. I wanted what he had. Tom’s life verse became
my life verse (Phil. 1:6). I began to discipline myself in the things
of the Lord as Tom had encouraged. My worldly interests changed
radically.

Dotty was the perfect helpmate to Tom. Her passion and joy in
the Lord permeated the atmosphere at the House. Home-cooked
meals and aromatic coffee and Russian friendship tea always filled
the air. When Friday night’s big fellowship came, both Tom and
Dotty led us in praise and worship, harmonizing like heavenly
angels as Dotty played the piano with spirit-filled energy.

Everything Tom did was undergirded by a strong, unwavering
faith in the Lord. Not only did he disciple us by teaching the
Word, but he lived out 1 Cor. 10:31: “Whatever you ecat, or
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drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.” God’s

glory was Tom’s priority in everything he did, including the many
activities and retreats he organized. I especially remember our trips
to Cadence’s summer conferences at Horn Creek in Westcliffe,
Colorado. Tom introduced us to the larger world of Cadence
missionaries and ministry to the military.

It was during those conferences that God spoke to my heart about
full-time ministry after my enlistment. Tom counseled me to use my
G.L bill to get formal training. He suggested going to Western Bible
College in Morrison, Colorado. Upon my discharge, I enrolled at
WBC majoring in missions/theology. As a missions major, I was

to participate in summer missions. My first choice was to return

to the Travis House. Here is where I met friends, including Dan
Zulli. Three years later Tom officiated at our wedding! Dan was still
enlisted but was being drawn to ministry. It was Tom who suggested
that he consider being a military chaplain. That was it! He finished
his enlistment and was accepted at Dallas Theological Seminary. In
time, Dan was accepted as a chaplain in the air force.

We have been privileged to serve alongside Cadence International
through the years. What a joy to reflect on how it all began and
whom God used to change my destiny! I am so grateful and proud
to have known Tom. When he went to be with The Lord on Decem-
ber 29,2009, I could imagine the sweet voice of Jesus saying: “Well
done Tom, thou good and faithful servant; you finished well; enter into
the joy of the Lord.”



My Spiritual Father

Forty-five years ago Tom and Dotty Hash entered my life. Little

did I realize how that introduction would impact the rest of my

life. As a young U.S. Air Force 2nd lieutenant at Clark Air Base,

Philippines, a fellow officer introduced me to the ministry of the
Clark Servicemen’s Home.

When I arrived at the Home, I sensed an immediate feeling of wel-
come. The warm and caring environment kept drawing me back and
eventually I became involved in the Bible studies Tom was leading.
Through the careful exposition of the scriptures, I began to realize
that my eternal destiny was not as secure as I thought. One evening
after the study, Tom further explained the plan of salvation. For the
first time I understood that I could know that I was saved and it was
forever! Tom shared the truth of Ephesians 2:8-9 with me. A few
days later in my room I placed my trust in Christ as Savior. My spiri-
tual journey began in February 1965.

The next fifteen months were filled with one life-changing experi-
ence after another. For the first time in my life I saw what a Chris-
tian family looked like. Tom and Dotty’s modeling convinced me
that I wanted my marriage to look like theirs (I was engaged at the
time). Additionally, through the solid and challenging Bible teach-
ing at the servicemen’s Bible conferences at Baguio, I was grounded
in my Christian walk. A trip to the Banaue rice terraces led by
Tom and seeing the ministries conducted there exposed me to the
greater work of missions. Since I knew “numbers,” Tom entrusted
me with helping with the center’s bookkeeping and financial mat-
ters.

Fast forward seventeen years to 1982. Tom called and asked wheth-
er I would consider working with the mission as its chief financial
officer when I retired from the U.S. Air Force. He always zeroed

in on people’s gifts and talents and employed them for the gospel.
That conversation led to Liz’s and my applying to the mission and
being accepted as missionaries ourselves. Through the twenty-three
years I served in that role, I saw Tom’s ministry to people in a much
broader way. He always had their spiritual and emotional needs as
his first priority. As a result of his insight to my potential, I was able
to use God’s gift (administration) to serve the missionaries who
were sharing the gospel to the military. I am eternally grateful to
him for his being my spiritual father.

I knew, even as a young boy, that Uncle
Tom and Aunt Dotty were the real thing. Their home overflowed
with guests and the love of Jesus. Their speech bubbled with God’s
Word and challenges to follow passionately after Him. I wanted to
be like them when I grew up.

I’m on a plane right now flying to Uncle Tom’s funeral. Denver
is a long way from the Czech Republic, but I wouldn’t miss this

celebration for the world. Scripture says that “precious in the sight
of the Lord is the death of his saints.”

That scripture makes the rest of us think about what is really im-
portant in life. So much of what fills our days turns to dust the mo-
ment our heart stops beating. But Uncle Tom lived his eighty years
for Christ and His Kingdom. My guess is that right now Jesus is
giving him a tour of his eternal treasures, if he can pull him away
from the many friends that run to greet him — brothers and sisters
he led to faith in Christ. The legacy of Uncle Tom’s life is lasting.
